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	Sol Feinstone does a GREAT AMERICAN FUNDRAISER every year.  Remember the Alex’s Lemonade Stand last year?

This year it is a Walk for Water
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	Remote means far away from cities, even roads.  There are no nearby stores, etc.
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	Families work together.  Plant crops together, gather food and water together.  Build their huts together.

What do you think is inside these huts?    No bathrooms.  No sinks.

See the grass roofs?
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	How many seasons do we have?

In Zambia there are two.  During the rainy season, the rain is so heavy the water just runs across the ground and makes things muddy, sometimes washes out the crops and is hard to collect.  In the dry season, much of the water dries up.  The ground becomes very hard.
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	Five miles is far.  The water is unclean because animals and people bathe in the streams.  The water can become full of bacteria.

They have to bend over and scoop the water into their containers.  It takes a long time.
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	The children wake up VERY EARLY, before the day gets too hot.  They walk a long time, scoop water a long time and then walk home.

The water is used to feed the animals, water the crops, cook with , and drink.  The containers get empty very quickly!
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	Have you ever gone camping and used a well?  You pump the long handle up and down and water comes out the spigot.
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	A deep hole is dug and the pipes go into the hole.  It reaches water that is deep down in the earth where it is clean and not contaminated.
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	These are facts that your parents might like to know.  When you go home and show this presentation to your parents, make sure they read this slide also.

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Corn is the main crop.  The country experiences two seasons:  A rainy season and a dry season.

		Mothers do not have time to plant crops or do other projects that might earn them money.





		The families remain very poor, thirsty and often ill.

Sol Feinstone’s Walk for Water

		During the week of May 19, students will walk for water during their gym classes.





		Gallon jugs of water will be carried during these walks to symbolize the heavier jugs that the children in Zambia must carry.
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When a well is drilled, people in the village have clean water close to their huts.  They no longer get sick from the water and the children can attend school.
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This is a picture of the equipment used to dig a well in the village of Kamchacha
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The Life-Giving Water Fund raises money to drill deep wells that tap into underground water tables.  Below is a picture of a new well.
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Girls are expected to do the domestic chores, so they join their mothers for the long walk for water.  





Many children cannot attend school because they have to walk for water instead. 
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Walking for water is a problem in Zambia because….

		The water is often dirty and can make people who drink it sick.  People can die from the dirty water.





		Children, especially girls do not get to go to school and get an education.
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Each day, women and children must walk up to 5 miles to collect water – often unclean water - from streambeds and rivers
